Reformed Baptist?

 By the phrase Reformed Baptist  we mean 
that  we  follow  the  biblical  practice  of  the 
baptism  of  professing  believers  by  full 
immersion in water.  By Reformed we mean 
that we are committed to Biblical doctrines as 
expressed  in  the  1689  London  Baptist  

Confession,  albeit not a replacement for the 

scriptures. This document may be found as 
our  Statement  of  Faith  on  our  website. 

Distinctives

We are the first, and only, Reformed Baptist 
church  in  the  Culpeper,  VA  area.  We  are 
distinct in that we have a conviction:

– that in addition to the  inspiration and 
infallibility of  the Word of  God  it  is 
sufficient and authoritative

– that the Bible alone tells us what a 
church  is,  defines  it  offices  and  its 
worship,  gives  its  purpose  and 
demonstrates its governance. It  tells 
us that it exists  for the glory of God.

– That the local church is central to the 
purposes of God on earth

– that  the  pure  preaching  of  God's 
Word  in  power  and  truth  is  the 
foundation of the life of the church

– that salvation radically alters the life 
of the convert

– that the Law of  God is regulative in 
the life of the true believer

– of  the  serious  biblical  nature  of 
church  membership  and  the  duties 
and responsibilities it entails

– that  wherever  culture  conflicts  with 
scripture it is rejected

Worship
 Worship  is  God-centered,  reverent,  and 
simple.  The focus of  worship is the Biblical 
elements of prayer, the singing of praise, the 
reading of  Scripture,  the  pure  preaching  of 
God's Word in power and truth, as well as the 
Biblical Ordinances of Baptism and the Lord's 
Supper.

This  is  commonly  referred  to  as  the 
Regulative Principle of Worship
